	The Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA) is accepting applications for fiscal year (FY) 2011 for planning grants to expand Comprehensive Community Mental Health services for children and their families (System of Care Expansion Planning Grants). The purpose of these grants is to develop a comprehensive strategic plan for improving and expanding services provided by systems of care (SOC) for children and youth with serious emotional disturbances and their families. 

 

A “system of care” is an organizational philosophy and framework that is designed to create a network of effective community-based services and supports to improve the lives of children and youth with or at risk of serious mental health conditions and their families. Systems of care build meaningful partnerships with families and youth, address cultural and linguistic needs, and use evidence-based practices to help children, youth and families function better at home, in school, in the community and throughout life. 

 

This RFA is closely aligned with SAMHSA’s Trauma and Justice and Health Reform Strategic Initiatives by focusing resources on reducing the impact of substance abuse and mental illness on American communities and addressing the behavioral health impacts of trauma through a systematic public health approach. 

 

SAMHSA is projected to provide approximately $14 million for one year for up to 46 grantees. Each of the selected grantees may receive from $300,000 to $800,000.  Actual award amounts may vary, depending on the availability of funds.

 

Who can apply: Eligible applicants are state governments; Indian Tribes or tribal organizations; governmental units within political subdivisions of a state; District of Columbia; Puerto Rico, Northern Mariana Islands, Virgin Islands, Guam, American Samoa, and Trust Territory of the Pacific Islands (Palau, Micronesia, Marshall Islands)
